Ambassador Program

Rules & Requirements
The following are the rules and requirements for the North Idaho Draft Horse & Mule Association (NIDHMA) Ambassador Program.

1. Applicants must be 10 years of age or older as of January 1st of the current year. Special needs applicants are encouraged to participate. 

2. All NIDHMA Ambassador Applications, 4X5 colored photo and short biography submitted to Charlotte VandeKamp by September 1st, 2010.

3. Portfolio must be submitted to the show office by 5:00 pm on Thursday of the Idaho State Draft Horse International.

4. Applicant must be a member of the North Idaho Draft Horse & Mule Association.
5. Willingness to work to promote the NIDHMA, and the Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule International Show at various events throughout the year(s). 

6. Promote the NIDHMA and Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule International Show at a minimum of 5 public events.  Having a committee member from the public event sign a promotion form (provided by NIDHMA ambassador committee) to turn into ambassador committee after each public event.   EX(Fairs, Parades, Horse Expos, Plowings, Farm Days, Helping at the Driving clinic, selling Raffle Colt tickets)

7. Available to assist with set up day of the Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule International. 
(Weekend prior to the Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule International show)
8. Available to assist with Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule International Show as needed by Show Committees.

9. Must be accompanied by an adult chaperone (21 yrs of age or older) to all promotional events.
10. The North Idaho Draft Horse & Mule Association and Idaho State Draft Horse International Show will bear NO liability for any accidents, injuries or transportation to or for ambassadors, guardians, chaperones and or associates of ambassadors.

11. Use of Drugs, Alcohol, and public display of affection or inappropriate behavior of any kind will be cause for dismissal from ambassadorship program at the discretion of the ambassador committee.
12. Applicants must be single, not pregnant before or during the competition, and the chosen ambassadors must agree to remain so during the year of their reign.

13. Western or proper driving attire will be worn for the judging and for all appearances made as ambassador of the North Idaho Draft Horse & Mule Association.  Western attire consists of dark denim or other solid colored jeans, long-sleeved western shirt, boots, belt and cowboy hat is optional.  Proper Driving attire consists of western attire or modestly dressed.  
14. There may be up to two (2) ambassadors chosen to represent the North Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule Association and the Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule International show.  
15. Applicants and chosen ambassadors must provide own mode of transportation and chaperones.
16. The reign for ambassadorship will be from current year Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule International show through following years show.

17. Applicants and ambassadors will assist with presentation of ribbons and awards during the Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule Show and Sale.
18. The applicants are required to wear their candidate ribbons during the Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule International.
19. The ambassadors are required to wear their awarded belt buckles, magnetic ambassador pins and jackets (jackets, as weather permits) during their reign as ambassador at all public appearances where they are representing the NIDHMA and/or Idaho State Draft Horse International.

20. Show committee will provide ambassador with advertising flyers, pamphlets and or posters to hand out at public promotions. 
21. In the best interest and safety of the NIDHMA, Idaho State Draft Horse and Mule International, NIDHMA Youth Program, Ambassador Program and applicant, all rules and requirements can be changed or cancelled at the discretion of the NIDHMA Youth Committee

22. Portfolio must consist of the following

a. 5X7 colored photo of applicant for publicity purposes
b. Written or typed resume including the following:

i. Name, Date of Birth, Address, Phone Number, past draft horse/mule experiences and or competitions, School attending  if applicable, School activities if applicable, Community Service, and future plans.
c. Copy of Application with written/typed essay on why would you like to be considered as an ambassador for the North Idaho Draft Horse & Mule Association?
d. Photos and brief paragraph describing Draft Horse/Mule events attended with in current year.

e. Letter of recommendation

23. All applicants will be judged by the following criteria.  A total possible score of 100 points will be awarded as follows:

a. Interview with judges:  (judged on poise, appearance and ability to answer questions, knowledge of the draft horse/mule industry and Idaho State Draft Horse & Mule Show) 50 pts
b. Public and or Impromptu Speaking (judged on ability to speak in public,  and or answer questions, appearance, poise & posture)  10 pts
c. Portfolio:  20 pts
d. Team Driving (judged on the ability to maneuver a team through a simple pattern and maintain control and proper driving skills, along with appearance, poise & posture and ability to answer judges questions) (Horses must be braided prior to driving) 20 pts
All applicants will be required to drive the same pattern that will be given to you in your ambassador packet at the beginning of the show.  The driving will be on Sunday prior to the Jr. Team Driving Preliminaries.  All Drivers must be accompanied by an adult rider 18 yrs of age or older.
