Hello from the North Idaho Draft Horse and Mule Association, 

We are pleased to announce our 2011 Driving Clinic. The format is going to be very different this year, and because of that we are offering this opportunity to previous clinic participants and association members first. 
 

The clinic will be held in conjunction with the Colfax Plow Days, which is April 15-17, 2011 at the Palouse Empire Fairgrounds, the location of our previous clinics. This weekend is a real draft working weekend, as we plow, level, fertilize and seed approximately 40 acres, all with draft animals. Several of our previous instructors have generously offered to give private lessons with their hitches, actually doing the work. Because of this different structure, we are limiting our clinic to 8 people, with a waiting list. Participants will drive with one instructor each morning, and a different instructor in the afternoon, both Sat. and Sun. Participants will be welcome and encouraged to help feed, clean, harness and care for the animals, just as in previous clinics.
 

The cost of the clinic is $200.00 per person, and you must have a paid family membership in the NIDHMA, which you may recall is $20.00 for 2011.
 

Camping fees and meals are NOT included in the clinic fee. Breakfast and lunch both weekend days are available for purchase on the grounds, and Saturday dinner is a potluck.
 

Because of the limited number of participants, the enrollment process will also be quite different.
On March 1, 2011, I will be accepting phone calls, to enroll, from 3 p.m. to 10 p.m PST. My phone numbers are 208-877-1783 and 208-699-0816. If I am not available to take your call, leave me a voice mail message WITH the time you called, as it is first called, first enrolled.
 

Enrollment fees must be received by me before March 15, 2011. If you are enrolled and must cancel, you will be refunded $90.00 IF I receive the cancellation by phone before March 31, 2011. If you cancel after March 31,2011, you will NOT receive a refund.
 

The waiting list will also be established by time received. Persons placed on the waiting list will be notified by April 1, 2011, and their enrollment fees must be received by me by April 8, 2011.
